The Seattle Soarcebook is a supplement for the Shadowrun game system, It
presents a guide to the major iocations and neighborhoods of the vast Seattle
metroplex in the year 2050. Also included are chapters on the history of the plex,
as well as information on its economy, polltics, and aime situation.

Some entries also include “shadow information” by local deckers and other
parties who have accessed the lightly defended flles of this guldebook. The
gamemaster may decide whether or not to treat these comments, observations, and
information as valid. it Is for the gamemaster to deckde (and his players to find out)
whether the varlous Incikdents mentioned by the ilkes of Nuyen Nick or the Renraku
Fox ever occurred.

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WHEN TO GO

Seattle’s average annual temperature is 21° C. July,
the hottest month. has a normalt highof 31~ C, and January,
the coldest, has a normal low of 4.5 C. Humidiry through-
out the year is comfortably low. The weather in Seattie is
relatively mild. but for occasional heavy thunderstorms
during spring and summer. wind storms in the autumn,
and the rare winter snowstorm. Despite Seattle’s reputa-
tion for rain, precipitation averages only 90.76 ¢m. annu-
ally. with December the rainiest (15.16 cm.} and july the
driest (1.87 ¢m.) months.

The best 1imes to visit the ity are in the late spring or
early fall when the weather is mildest and clouds most
likety to give way to warm sunshine. The heat of mid-
summer and the cloudiness and rain of mid-winter proba-
bly make these the least promising times for a visit. On the
other hand, many citizens, particularly Orks and Trolls, find
the city at its most beautiful in winter.

TRAVELING TO SEATTLE

Whether arriving in the Seattle Metroplex by plane,
automobile, bus, train, or boat. each involves its own
special considerations.

PLANE

Flights from all over the globe arrive at the Seattle-
Tacoma Internationat Airport every day. Domestic flights
cost from 200 to 1550 nuyen, depending upon the class,
time of year, clty of origin, and time of day of travel. Many
cabs and Metro buses service the airport. There are also
five intraclty alrlines with Aeets of helicopters and tilt rotor
craft making rooftop landings at many of the plex’s major
hotels and buildings.

AUTOMOBILE OR BUS

Reaching Seattle by automebile means crossing the
Native American Nations. Travel restrictions vary from
nation to nation. so planning should begin at least five
months in advance in order to obtain the proper transit
passes. Expect to pay at least 40 nuyen for each pass.
Don't forget to update the passport file on your credstick.

The traveler can avoid much of the red tape by
purchasing a ticket on one of the bus lines licensed
travel through Native American lands. Three bus compa-
nies run regular trips o Seattle: Blueline Tours and Trips.
the Whippet Bus Company. and Falcon Express (partially
owned by NAN). Most bus trips to Seattle from the East
Coast of the UCAS cost about 300 nuyen.

TRAIN

If traveling from San Francisco, you can take the
Ressah Maglev Bullet Train to Seactle. Built in 201 1. the
train travels on a frictionless cushion of magnetic repulsion
through the longest tunneis in the world. Top speed is
nely 350 kilometers an hour, but it is hardly noticeable
in the featureless wnnels. Frequent breakdowns are a
disadhvantage, resulting in hours and even days of delay.
The cost for a first-class ticket. which includes amealin the
sumpruous diner . is 400 nuyen. Second class is 250
nuyen. while a tourist class ticket costs 165 puyen.

BOAT

Travei by sea Is the siowest, but often the most scenic,
route to Seattle. Several major passenges liner companies
vislt the port of Seattle, including Gray Swan. Paclfic
Royalty, and Danmark Line. Travet on a luxury liner costs
several thousand ruyen. Cheaper berths can sometimes
be arranged on the many commercial vessels that stop
here,

WHAT WILL IT COST?

Prices in Seattle are higher than In the rest of the
UCAS, with shipping costs adding 5 percent to the price
of many ltems. Prices on locally produced items, such as
seafood and paper products, are incredibly low.

Hotel prices range from 25 nuyen on up. Spartan
accommodations are avallable fior 1 to 3 nuyen a night at
YMCAS, YWCAs, and Metahuman hostels. For {0 to 20
nuyen, rooms are sometimes also available In domitories
of local universities and colieges, especially between
sesslons, The budget-minded traveler can cutexpenses by
traveling off-season.

Because of its location and good trade refations with
Native Americans, Seattle offers many restaurants serving
natural foods. Many tourists overdo it on the unfamillar
food, often with upsetting results. Moderation s best until
you and your body are famillar with the food. Save the
banquets until the latter part of your visit.

GETTING AROUND

Once you've amrived In Seattle arxd settied In, you'll
need to know how to get to the clty’s ten main districts.

AIR

Most of Seattie’s skyscrapers boast hellports for use
by the helicopters, tilt-rotors, and lighter-than-air vehicles
of the city's afrlines. Seattie has five alifines: Emeraid City
Alrlines, Renraku Local Atrlines, Sea-Tac Express, Artech
Shuttie Service, and Federated-Boelng Camrlers. They fiy to
all of the clty’s major buildings: the Renraku Arcology, the
maljor govemnment buildings, the tuxury hotels, the shop-
ping malls, and many of the business bulidings. It is an
expensive service. A typlcal trip from, say, the Renraku
Arcology to Bellevue costs 1 10 nuyen.

CAR

Seattle has ten local car-rental agenches plus the
larger continental chains. All renta wide variety of vehicles
to sult any taste and budget. A valid driver’s license and
insufrance are required.

The city has a good road system. A web of multi-lane
highways gridded for electric cars ensure travel across the
metroplex In less than three hours during non-peak hours.
During rush hour, the highways are jammied, and traffic Is
strictly stop-and-go. Traffic violence (go-gangs, random
shootings) Is low during the daylight hours.

Business and residentlal streets are generally well-
maintained except in the Barrens, where roads may be
impassible because of grid breaks or because the poor
have ripped away materials for housing arnd money. The
safety of a residential street depends on the part of the city.

Traveling the highways at night is not advisable, for
the criminal elemeat Is out In full force. When not fighting
among themselives, go-gangs—whether on bikes, in cars,
or in alrcraft—often terrorize and even kill anyone foollsh
enough to travel the toads at night.

FERRY

The Seattle Public Ferry System runs 20 boats of
several sizes up and down the waterfront, Pler 66 of the
downtown waterfront is the ferry system’s hub. Boats
leave on the hour for Everett and Tacoma. Some of the
ferries are large enough to carry up to 50 vehicles, with
each car-owner paying 10 nuyen. Other fetries are small,
fast ships (usually Federated-Boeing hydrofoils) and cost 2
nuyen to board. Titps to Everett and Tacoma usually take
40 minutes for the larger ferrles, 15 for the hydrololls.

The Seattie Public Ferry System has a long history of
mistakes and mismanagement. espedially embarrassing
for the city govemment because this is one of the last
services run by the city. Accidents, such as a ferry ramming
a dock hard enough to put both the ship and the pler out
of commission, occur about once a year, Incidents, such as
a captain trylng to Impress a young woman by maneuver-
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ing his large ferry into a tiny sheltered bay and running It
onto the beach, are very common. What the ships’ crews
are dolng on the water, the ferry system’s managers are
doing to Its money. Corruption Is an expected thing In the
ferry system, with bets belng lald on when the next ferry
official will be caught with his hand in the tlll.

BUS

Metro Transit is considered one of the best transit
companies in the UCAS. There are many bus routes
throughout the city, with frequent stops. Bus schedules
are available in many public places. inthe downtown area,
there Is no charge for riding the buses. Qutside the
downtown district, a ride costs 1 nuyen.

There is also a system of bus tunneis, bullt in the
1980s to reduce traffic, that loop under the downtown,
connect with the Seattle Center, pass through the Renraku
Ascology, and end at the King Street Station. These
tunnels are wide enough for buses to travel in both direc-
tions. Tunnel bus stops are falrly pleasant, with at least a
few small stores and klosks In most. Entering the bus tun-
nelsafter nightfall can be dangerous, desplte the presence
of armed guards.

MONORAR

Seattle’s monorail system has been updated and
expanded several times in its nearly 100-year history.
Today’'s menorail makes a large loop around the down-
town district on elevated tracks, with stops at the Seattle
Center, the Renraku Arcology, the King Street Station, and
many other places along the way.

There are tracks for only two monoralls. Cost is .5
nuyen.

TOURIST INFORMATION

The Seattle Visitor Center, located inside the Seattle
Convention Center on Seventh Avenue, offers brochures,
maps. and personal assistance. Tours of the clty can also
be arranged here.

You can also have your portable telecom tuned to
transmit a PANICBUTTON signal if you should need help.
The cost for the PANICBUTTON adjustment is 1,000
nuyen, and it can be done at the police booth next to the
Visitor Center. Lone Star Security Department guarantees
that its officers will arrive within five minutes of receiving
A PANICBUTTON signal. The signal cannot penetrate
heavy concrete or steel because of signal limitations, so
visitors are advised to avoid entering buildings or travel-
ing underground if there is a possibility of trouble.
There are srnaller visitor centers scattered through-
out the city. You can also dial 55-WHERE to talk with
operators who will answer questions about the city or
direct you to the nearest visitor center.

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SALISH-SHIDHE COUNCIL LANDS

The Visitor Center also has representatives of the
Salish-Shiche Councll to answer questions and assist
those who wish to visit their nation. To do so requires a
current passport flle on your credstick and a transit pass,
called a "blue ticket.” The Council representatives at the
Visitor Center can supply application forms to obtain a
blue ticket, but application must be made in person at the
Passport Lodge on Council Island. The istand Is in the
southern portion of Lake Washington and Is the center of
the Salish-Shidhe representation in Seattle. A cabwill take
you to Council Island and drop you off In front of the
proper lodge.

Council officlals on the island will take your picture,
run an kdentity check, and ask what you intend to dowhile
in thelr nation. You will recelve your transit pass one day
later. Blue tickets are good for a limited time only. Tickets
for tourists are valid for one to three days, depending on
the visitor's itinerary. You must display your transit pass
prominently while in the Salish-Shidhe lands. Fallure to
wear the pass or toleave the Council lands when required
can result in severe fines and even imprisonment.

LEGAL ASSISTANCE

The North American Civil Liberties Unlon (NACLL)
has offices In Seattle and can be reached at 555-LAWS.
The NACLL will refer you to a competent lawyer. Native
Americans and Metahumans can call 555-TRIB, 555-
ORKXS, or 555-ELFS, respectively, to reach lawyers and
groups skilled in handiling thelr special problems.

MEDICAL ASSISTANCE

Seattle has excellent medical facllities, including 54
hospitals and clinkcs, most of which can handle any
medical emergency. The city’s paramedics are well- trained,
using both automobiles and helicopters to move patients
te hospitals. The DocWagon™ corporation is also well-
represented in the city, with many large, armored vans
and helicopters ready to respond to a call for medical care
from one of its customers.

City Health and Group Medical are the city's largest
health maintenance organizations. The city runs Clty
Health for Its employees and Group Medical for the rest of
Its citizens. If visitors have a valid membership in a stmilar
organization, they are covered during their stay in Seattle.

As always, visitors are strongly advised to carry an
up-to-cdate medical flle on thelr crecsticks and to keep
duplicates In a safe place.

CHIPS AND ALCOHOL

Seattle tries to maintaln strict control over traffic in
Hiegal chips and drugs. The city has programs to educate
children. rehabilitate users, and punish pushers. The pro-
grams are perpetually short of funds, however, and the
police force short of officers to make them as effective as
they might be.

Seattle controls its only legal recreational drug, which
is alcohol, by assuming almost compiete control over its
distribution. Though wine and beer may be sold in grocery
stores, hard liquor is sold only in city-run liquor stores. The
clty's massive llquor tax and the cost of transporting the
liquor to Seattle raise the price almost 25 percent above
the rest of the UCAS. Hours for liquor stores are 10 am to
4 rm., Monday through Friday.

ENTERTAINMENT

Seattle has many museums and art galleries. The two
most popular are the Seattle Art Museum, located in
Volunteer Park, and the Museum of History and Industry
at 2161 E. Hamlin, which documents the city’s history
from its formation to the present day. The Seattle Sym-
pheny ard Seattle Opera are among the nation's best,
yearly tackling the demanding Ring of the Nibelung cycle
of operas by Wagner. They perform at the Seattle Center
Opera House.

For those with other tastes in music, Seattle is well-
known as the launching pad for several megacelebrities,
Including Concrete Dreams and Slip-Shadow Sara. Most
locals pick Seattle’s resident Pink Floyd revivalists, the
Comfortably Numb, as the next band destined for star-
dom. There are many fine nightclubs in Seattle.

The Seattle Repertory and The Contemporary Theater
are the city’s two best stage companies. In addition to the
huge triscreen facilities at the Omnidome, there are the
Grand Tritheaters, a chain of smaller triscreen facilities
scattered throughout the city.

Seattle will not disappoint sport fans. The Seattle
Seahawks, the powerhouses of the 40s, play their home
games In the Kingdome. The Seahawks share the King-
dome with the Seattle Supersonics basketball team and
the Seattle Mariners baseball team. The Seattle Mariners
was the last team to win the World Series before the
league introduced chipped skills. allowing today's play-
ersto draw on the skills of yesteryear's greats. The Tacoma
Tigers and the Everett Glants are Seattle’s two unchipped
AAA baseball teams, The Tacoma Timberwolves combat
bike team plays its home matches in the Tacoma Dome.
The Timberwolves share the wooden Tacoma Dome with
the Screamers Urban Brawl team. The two teams share the
cublous distinction of having causec the most deaths and
serlous injurles to opponents in the past decade.

Searttle. like most cities in the Pacific Northwest,
began as a logging town, harvesting the region's huge
forests and producing lumber for California’s many boom
towns. As the logging industry flourished, cities such as
Seartle, Everett. and Tacoma took advantage of their
natural harbors o become major shipping and trade
centers. By the second half of the twentieth century.
Seattle was the largest city in the region, Meanwhile, the
lure of cheap land. vast resources, and healthy profits
continued to artract incustry and high-tech corporations,
making the area’s future look bright.

Then came the events of the Awakening. In 2010, the
L. 5. Federsal government used the Lone Eagle missile as
apretexrio seize what little land the Native Americans still
held and ro force them into re-education centers that were
little more than mass prison camps.

Also at this time, the deadly VITAS plague was
afflicting nearly a quarter of the world’s population, while
the Pacific Northwest was heading for a calamity alil its
own. On January 13, 2011, a powerful earthquake rocked
the Olympic Peninsula. Among the toppled bulldings
were those of the main Indian “re-education camps.” Mass
breakouts occurred, with thousands of Natlve Americans
fleeing into nearby mountaln ranges. Under the leadership
of Thunder Tyee, a Satish warmior chief and close friend of
Native American leader Howling Coyote, members of the
Salish, Makah, Crow, and Haidas tribes began to wage a
guerrilla war against the government oppressors.

The sudden emergence of magic and the first Metahu-
mans only heightened the climate of fear among the
general population. They turned on anyone who was
different, and racial inciclents soon escalated to violence.

The fighting between the Natlve Amerlcans and the
government continued for six long years, with sach side
responsible for innumerable atrocities. Gradually, how-
ever, the Salish-Shidhe War Council {the confederation of
Native American tribes, Elves, and magicians) won the
upper hand. Aided by the power of magic and a growing
Anglo sympathy movement,. the guerrilia war changed to
an offensive attack on all fronts. In 2015, Salish forces led
by Thunder Tyee captured the Tricdent Submarine Base at
Bangor. Two months later, they captured the Puget Sound
Naval Shipyard in Bremerton. Across the Sound, Counchl
forces were poised for a final showdown as their now-
superior forces surrounded McChord Air Force Base and
Fort Lewls,

Then natwie played its part. On August 7. 2017,
Mount Hood. Mount St. Helens, Mount Rainler, and
Mount Adams simultaneously erupted in cataclysmic
explosions at 10: 32 am This left scientists dumbfounded,
and even skeptics of the supermatural could not ignore that
the event occumed precisely at the moment Howling
Coyote was leading his Native American followers in the
ritual Ghost Dance. Throughout the Pacific Northwest,
tons of ash, smoke, and lava tumed day into burning night.
Panic erupted in the streets, and the entire social structure
was on the veige of collapse.

Lrged on by Mresident Willlam Jarman, the govern-
ments of the United States. Canada, and Mexico agreed to
negatiations with the Indians. In April 2018, bath sides
signed the Treaty of Denver. Among other things, the

-
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treaty gave full recognition to the sovereignty of NAN
{Native American Nations}), and ceded most of western
North America 1o the new nation. Only California and the
citles of Seattie. Everett, Tacoma, and Denver remained
uncier LIS, comrol.

No one really knows what happened to Tyee after the
war. Some say that he stepped down as leader immedi-
ately after ratification of the Treaty of Denver, retiing to a
qulet life with his wife and children somewhere on the
peninsula. Some belleve he was killed by an Amy sniper.
Still others maintain that one of his own officers killed Tyee
after he ordered his wariors to put down thelr weapons
and assist in evacuating Anglos from the volcano areas.

With the Treaty of Denver, the thousands of Anglas
Iving on what was now NAN tesritory had (o give up all
rights to land ownership. The Angios had either to move
back within the new U.5. boundaries or remaln on Native
American land as minority dtizens. The Sovereign Tribal
Councll passed a resolution outiawing any reprisals against

" Anglos who chose to stay, but they could not deny plans

to relocate most Anglos onto reservations. Thus did a
flood of Anglo refugees pour out from the indlan lands.
The castem United States and Califomia had more
than enough resources to cope with the sudden infioc of
displaced citizens, but Seattle and its neighboring citles
did not. More than 200,000 refugees descended upon the
Seattie area In the one year of 2019, most noticeably into
the Puyaliup region. Before long, Seattle was fighting with
Tacoma, Everett, and the smaller suburban dtles over
every scrap of federal ald. The Federal govemment,
meanwhlle, had its hands full with a nationwide econamic
crisks. Seattie’s cries for help were all but ignored.

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BIRTH OF THE METROPLEX

Chartes C. Lindstrom, charismatic mayor of Seattle in
2018, was a man with a penchant for fiery speeches and
daring action. His greatest wish was to make Seattle the
economic capital of the Pacific Coast by annexing the
small towns surrounding the clty. Critics dubbed him
“Lindstrom the Concqueror,” and watched gleefully as
every unification atternpt failed miserably.

With the Treaty of Denver and the onslaught of
refugees Into the region, many in the area began to
reconsider Mayor Lindstrom’'s kieas. With the suburbs too
weak to handle the problem independently, it seemed
only logical to band together politicaily. Early in 2019,
Bellevue, Renton, and Kent voted overwhelmingly to
become part of greater Seattle. By summer’s end, Seattle
had grown to Inciude all of King County and most of
neighboring Plerce and Snohomish Counties as well.

And still, refugees continued to flow into the Seattle
area, swelling the population so dramatically that even
the mayors. of Everett and Tacoma knew thelr cities had no
hope of remaining independent of Seattle. On September
6, 2019, the citizens of Everett and Tacoma voted In favor
of joining with Seattle.

The Seattle city government now controlled all the
land that NAN ceded to the LL.S, government in the Pacific
Northwest. On November (6, 2020, the President of the
United States signed a resolution dissolving Washington
State and officially recognizing the creation of a city-state
to be known as the Seattle Metroplex, with Charles C,
Lindstrom as governor.

THE AWAKENED CITY

The new metroplex government faced its first severe
test on April 30, 2021, That day. one out of every ten
cltizens began mysteriously transforming into what came
to be known as Orks and Trolis. Having emerged ten years

earlter, Elves and Dwarfs had galned some acceptance,
but they lost it Aimost immedtately with the emergence of
these newest transformations. Many Humans felt even
more threatened by these races, whose appearance they
perceived as grotesque.

Acting on rumors and the unproven sclentific theory
that the transformations might be contaglous, Governor
Lindstrom ordered the Metropiex Guard to round up all
Metahumans and their families and to detain them in the
camps once used for Native Americans. By the end of the
year, however, scientists had proved that Goblinization
{the name the media gave to the process of transforma-
tlon} was not contaglous. In August 2022, Lindstrom
ordered all Metahumans released from quarantine, and
once again spoke of a united people living together in
peace, But that was not to be.

Many Humans continued to feel the same unrea-
soned fear toward the so-called Awakened. The soldiers
and police who bad been ordered to arrest Metahumans
now had to defend those same races against angry
crowds who believed them to be Inherently evil creatures.

Race riots between Humans and Metahumans erupted
all over the plex in 2022, with Seattle’s police officers
bearing the brunt of both sides’ anger. In February 2023,
the Seattle Police Department went on strike to protest
their situation. Incensed by this bold move, Govemor
Lindstrom declared the strike illegal and fired all members
of the SPD.

He then hired Lone Star Security Services, a private
corporation, to take over all law enforcement and security
measures for the city. Officials at Lone Star promised to
bring the city back under control. Members of the now-
defunct SPD had no cholce but to apply for work with Lone
Star {losing their seniority in the process) or else hire on
with one of the many bodyguard services then in great
demand.

Though the Lone 5tar forces did bring some sem-
blance of law and order to the streets, it was not untll a
second wave of the VITAS plague began to claim another
one out of ten people that large segments of the popula-
tion began to put aside their racial prejudices. The few
remaining Humans who vowed to continue the fight for
racial purity and supericrity organized into formal groups.
All major religions (with the exception of the Islamic
fundamentalists} denounced racism as 4 hateful and igno-
rant thing of the past.

Governor Lindstrom retired [n 2028, Media person-
ality Charles S. Kross replaced him in early 2029, continu-
ing with most of his predecessor's policies. A few months
Into Kross's first term, a computer virus all but destroyed
the global matrix In what has become known as the Crash
of '29. The virus was finally isolated and destroyved by
deckersfrom Echo Mirage. but not before much of Seattle’s
economic structure was destroyed. The chain reaction to
local businesses was swift and devastating. Companies
arxl corporations by the hundreds collapsed, and local
economles began to suffer.

NIGHT OF RAGE

Govemor Kross retired in 2036 and was succeeded
by Victor “Vic the Quick™ Allenson, a former combat biker
for the Tacoma Timberwolves. During the election cam-
paign, he made clear his low opinion of Metahumanity. [n
one of his first trideo Interviews, he was quoted as saying,
“Orks and Trolls make great offensive combat bikers, but
I'm afraid they haven't the brains for much else.” This
spured the racists on to recruit more people and commit
more destructive actions.

Later that year, 20 people, most of them Metahu-
mans, were killed in the small town of Liberty Village,
Ohlo, when a well-organized gang of hooded thugs
firebombed a church. Alamos 20.000, a branch of the
Humanis Policiub and also the largest anti-Metahuman
terrorist organization, claimed responsibllity for the at-
tack. As a wave of similar attacks swept North America,
the viclous terrarism further widened the gulf between
Humans and Metahumans. From that gulf sprang the
hellfire that has come to be known as the “Night of Rage.”

On the night of February 7, 2039, the Seattle Metro-
plex Guard, under order of Governor Allenson, systemati-
cally rounded up all Metahumans and transported them
under armed guard to a series of huge warehouses on the
waterfront. They were told that this was the final process-
Ing place before deportation to camps near San Fran-
cisco—all part of the govermnor’s grand plan for “improved
racial hamony.”

What happened next s still unclear. With all the city’s
Orks, Trolls, Elves, and Dwarfs herded Into these cavem-
ous buildings, the level of anger and fear rose to a fever
pltch. From one of the bulldings came a series of screams.
Then gunfire. Panic and hysteria swept over the scene. A
series of explosions ecupted, and flames began to rip
through the old, wooden warehouses.

Some witnesses claimed that members of the Hands
of Five temrorist group were on the scene just as the
explosions went off. What is known Is that the Metroplex
Guard simpily stood by and let the Infemos blaze.

As news of the holocaust reached the public, citizens
sent up a ary of protest. Among those appalled by the
govemor’s actions were members of the highly influential
Unlted Corporation Council. This formal assoclation of
Seattle’s major corporations threatened Allenson with
massive lock-outs and boycotts IF he did not put an
immediate end to the terrorlsm.

For hundreds of Metahumans, it was too late. By the
time Allenson learned of the UCC threat and subsequently
ordered hismen to Intervene, the warehouses had burned
to the ground. The death toll was staggering, even though
many Metahumans apparently escaped through the sevwer
system.

The viclence on the docks triggered other similar
incidents throughout the city that night, and in the days to
come, throughout the world.

First of all, only Metahumans who had been legally
evicted from thelr homes were taken down to the harbor
that night.

Furthermore, we deny that any
Humanls members were involved in this operation. The
fires that erupted were purely accidental, and the fatalities
resulted from the Metahuman beasts killing one another
in thelr frantic attempts to flee.

FROM THE ASHES

Three days after the Night of Rage, with the flames
still smoldering In the Tacoma District, the Seattle govem-
ment was deluged by calis demanding action, Near-
riotous mobs gathered In front of police stations and
govemment bulldings calling for the resignation of every
police officer who had stood by and refused to act while
somany perished. The media also used every opportunity
to show Its disapproval of the governor's administration.

The people’s anger quickly focused on Govemnor
Allenson himself, and rumors spread that Allenson was
actually a member of the Hands of Five. Local politicians,
with heavy prodding from the United Corporation Coun-
dil, demanded that the govemor step down. Allenson
refused, vehemently denying any wrongdoing. The next
day, he was found murdered in his office.

A special election was held to choose a new gover-
nor. Though all district mayors were eligible candidates,
most assumed that hvar Lindstrom, mayor of the down-
town district and son of Seattle’s first govermnor, would win
easily. Instead, It was Marityn Schultz, mayor of Bellevue
and a rélative unknown, who won the election by a
surprisingty large margin. What apparently clinched her
nomination were reports that she had been one of the first
city officials to appeal to the UCC for help during the Night
of Rage.

The new governor immediately gave Lone Star an
ultimatum: arrest the leaders of the Hands of Five or else
face a breach of contract lawsult for thelr criminal refusal
to stop a criime In progress during the Night of Rage. The
police officers of Lone Star, fearful of the governor's threat,
and perhaps a bit ashamed of themselves, tumed out In
force to hunt down the terrorists. The next seven days
became known as the “Week of Sirens”™ because of the
countless ralds conducted by the suddenty efficient Lone
Star forces. Within a few days, most Hands of Five leaders
were elther dead or behind bars.

All this was litthe consolation to Seattle’s remaining
Metahumans. They had all lost homes and loved ones In
the flames, and nothing could ever make up for that.
Some survivors found refuge deep in the Puyallup Bar-
rens, where many Metahurnans still live, bitterly refusing
any contact with Humans.

CONCLUSION

Throughout its history, Seattle has risen above adver-
sity. So it was after the tragic Night of Rage. Reconstruc-
tion of the metroplex after the devastation of that night
was surprisingly swilt.

Governor Schultz has led the Seattle metroplex back
from the brink of total chaos to its present poslition as one
of the major urban centers of the world. Despite some
criticism about coruption in her administration, the grow-
Ing power of the underworld syndicates, and the 1ise in
street crime, her overall popularity has not wavered. She
has been reelected to office twice, in 2043 and then agaln
in 2047.

Shops, parks, theaters, museums, and hotels are
spifnided throughout Seattie’s main business district. Asa
resutt, downtown Seattle is not just a forest of skyscrapers
fampant with crime, but a sampling of the city’s finest,
Seattlites vislt the area by choice during thelr free time.

When asked, a typical citizen might complain of
crowds, smoggy alr, and crime, Just like any New Yorker
or Chicagoan. On weekends, however, the sldewalks are
packed with Seattlites arriving from outlying areas te shop
or otherwise have a good time. Even when the city isin a
Stage Red smog alert, downtown Seattle Is thick with
people wearing breathers, braving the bad alr to do thelr
shopping and clubbing.

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GEOGRAPHY AND DEMOGRAPHICS

Downtown Seattle’s terraln has remained virtually
unchanged for over a century. This is unusual in an era
when many clty governments have removed hills, filled in
lakes, and made other wholesale alterations In their main
business district areas.

The land Is low and flat along Seattle’s scenic water-
front, where are located the many restaurants, shops,
hotels, and other attractions that still give Justrous sparkle
to the clity. Once away from the waters of Elflott Bay, the
terrain slowly rises up to form hills steep enough to
challenge even the most physically fit. Most structures not
directly on the waterfront are bullt right into the sloping
ground, with systems of catwalks and elevators accom-
modating those living and working there.

At the peak of this Incline, one can stand and look out
at the same natural beauty that surely must have capti-
vated the city’s first settiers 200 years ago. To the west of

downtown, out across Puget Sound, are the Olymplc

Mountalns. To the east Is Lake Washington and the
Cascade range, while the mighty Mount Rainler domi-
nates the southern vista. Queen Anne Hill Is the highest
point of ground in the downtown area. A hollow created
by the clash of two lines of hills forms Lake Union and
Green Lake. Once past Green Lake, however, the hills give
way to broad flatlands that were once a farming area.

The Duwamish River, a heavily channeled river whose
broad, flat mouth forms the southem edge of Elllott Bay,
is home to marny of the large freight docks that are a vital
part of Seattle’s economy. Many factories have been bulit
on the wide flatlands that stretch along both sides of the
river. The rest of the district is broken up by hills and severat
small lakes.

According to the last city census, well over half a
million people live downtown, making It the most popu-
lous district in Seattle. The many residential skyscrapers
and crowded streets are a testament to that. Metahumans
are well-represented, with Elves and Orks alone account-
Ing for almost a fourth of the population. Indeed, of all the
districts in the metroplex, downtown s the most cosmo-
politan culturally,

Downtown includes a number of ethnlc nelghbor-
hoods, such as the Intemational District, where the dty's
Orientals were once forced to live, as well as new ethnic
zones, such as the Elven District and the incredible Ork
District which lies beneath the city streets.

In certaln
sections of the district, It is difficult to find a business that
isn’t either owned by the gangs or forced to pay extortion
money to remain open {the Intemational District for the
Yakuza, the Harbor island area for the Mafla).

Inother districts, lofty sentiments and projects usuaily
paper over the corruption In local govermnmant, but down-
town politiclans make no bones about the fact that quite
a few palms must be greased to get anything from the
district govemnment. Some are even proud to clalm that i
you want a pothole filled in front of your house, 300 nuyen
will guarantee that It Is filled the very next day. “Efficiency
incentives” Is their pretty clrcumiocution for bribery.

The Mafa and the Yakuza are keen on making friends
with these politiclans. Both crime syndicates carry quite a
few low- and mid-level government officials In thelr pock-
ets. With such assistance {(sometimes soliclted at gun-
point), the gangs are able to steer the rest of the govern-




Sment in a direction they desire. The Councll might, for
E example, reduce drug-enforcement funding or re-zone
| certaln areas to allow mob companies a tax break.

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ECONOMY

More than 50 percent of Seattle’s economy is based
in the downtown district’s hundreds of skyscrapers, where
megacorpers make deals, acquire property, and trade in
billions of nuyen. The district also prospers from the
commercial seaport, the Seattie-Tacoma International
Alrport, anct several hundred factories. Indeed, the down-
town economy is the strongest and most varied in Seattle.

Trade is important to the city because Seattle is an
istand surrounded by a foreign land. Every year, some 400
freighters come Into Puget Sound to unload their wares at
the downtown docks. When those ships leave again. their
holds are stocked with Seattle goods. At the Seattle-
Tacoma airport, more than 100 cargo planes go and come
every day. Meanwhile, some 30 convoys of trucks, each
with more than 30 individual trucks, will be loading up at
downtown warehouses, preparing to trek across some-
times hostlle territories to destinations like the Callfornla
Free State, the Natlve Amerlcan Nations, the Confeder-
ated American States, and the remainder of UCAS.

Most of the major corporate buildings and factories
offer public tours. Some require advanced booking: most
require a search of one’s person and possessions. Most
tours are free, though a few charge a minimal fee of one
to four nuyen. Some tours, like that offered by Federated
Boeing. reveal a great deal about how the corp earns its
money. Others, like Mitsuhama’s, dazzle visitors with
special effects but little efse of importance.

ORK UNDERGROUND

The Seattle underground first came Into being in the
19th century when a wave of renovation paved over
sections of the city. it was not until this century that the
city's first Orks, Trolls, andt Dwaifs took control of the
forgotten basements and paved-gver streets, and began
buliding tunnels of thelr own. Once the legal problems
{such as whether they could tunnel into the basements of
existing buildings) and technical problems (what to do
with the water that seeped Into the tunnels) were solved,
the Orks, Trolls, and Dwarfs began to consiruct omatety
carved tunnels and caves deep underground.

Contstruction almost came to a complete hait when &
violent disagreement between Dwarfs and Orks resulted
in the Dwarfs leaving during the earty 20s. Today, the Ork
Underground is a complete city, with a city hall, private
police force, and malls.

There are many ways to enter the Underground, but
the only safe ways for non-Orks are via the officlal tour
entrances in the basement of the Seattie Uitilides Building
{Seneca Street and First Avenue, inside the Big Rhino
Restaurant) and In the basement of Lordstrung's Depart-
mert Store on Fifth Avenue and Pine Street.

On a first vislt to downtown Seattle, the truncated
pyramid of the Renraku Arcology is an inspirational sight.
Even those already famillar with arcologies In other citles
will be impressed by the size of the ninth-largest bullding
in the world. The Renraku Arcology Is as innovative as itis
enomous. The Arcology's windows, which are tinted a
pleasant and appropriate shade of sllvery green, can
withstand gale force winds, To reduce the effects of the
arcology's shadow on the surrounding area, architects
used the latest in sunlight-manipulation technology. The
suniit outer walls of the arcology contain thousands of
condults and refiectors to collect sunlight on one side and
pass it through the bullding to the arcology's farms, after
which it Is channeled out the arcolegy's shadowed side,
Hluminating sections of the city. Seattlites like to refer to

“Renraku Zombies,” tourists who stumble over thelr owm
feet because they can't stop gawking upward at the huge
bullding.

The Renraku Arcology is completely self-sufficlent. it
can grow its own food, purify its own water, dispose ofits
wastes, and provide everything its 70,000 residents re-
quire. Like a castle of oid. Renraku can lock Its doors and
seal out the rest of Seattle at any time in the case of any
threat,

Residents of the arcology feel safe from crime, but they
must feel paranoid, knowing that thelr every move, even
the most Intimate, is being monitored.

The bullding was designed to keep the public away
from the arcology's residents. The public elevators stop
only at fioors open to general tours, and only Renraku tour
guides and elevator attendants can cperate them. The
doors of elevators used by empiloyees and their families
will not close untll after an ID check has been made on
anyone attempting to enter.

The security personnel guarding the bullding are
graduates of the Renraku Guard Academy of Seoul anct are
some of the toughest in the world.

FLOORS 1 -5 :

These flcors bouse a shopping mall as well as a
varlety of amusements, sights, and spectacles on the first
floor. These include a tropical forest complete with twist-
Ing vines, a swimming pool. a coral reef aquarium, piped-
in sunlight, and a waterfall cascading down from the
ceiling of the third loor over gilttering quartz boulders
from Madagascar. There is also a permanent clrcus, a zoo,
astage, and an amusement park. Entrance to the first Roor
of the mall is elther by elevator from the garage or through
one of the 16 entrances along Renraku Avenue and Fourth
Avenue South.

Most of the mall's 620 stores and restaurants are
subsidiaries of the Renraku corporation and offer a unl-
verse of products for shoppers. Outside merchants can
rent space In the malls, but only after approval by the
Board of Directors and an extremely thorough security
<heck Into the company and the people who would be
working at the mall. There are curmently 265 non-Renraku
stores In the mall, including Lordstrungs. The Beaux, and
lvar's Seattie Pining.

In the eastermn comer of the third Aoor ts the monorall
statton, which s as Impressive as It Is security-conscious.

FLOOR B1
The function of this Roor Is to provide service and
security corridors for Renraku Mall.




In the southwest comer are six freight elevators to
Plers 54 and 55. Next to the elevators Is a large loading
dock able to unload 20 trucks at a time., After entering the
Renraku comnpournx, a truck travels down through a tursvel
to where lts manifest can be checked and the driver's 1D
confirmed before entry Into the loading bay.

FLOORS B2 -6

These floors comprise the Renraku Garage. Each level
1s well-lit, with plenty of security cameras, phones, eleva-
tors, and “safe booths” to which someone coukd run and
enclose himself If chased. Entry to the garage Is only via
Intercity 5. Cars are monitored, and a series of stoplights
and detours into side tunnels can denyy suspiclous ve-
hicles access.

Renraku software Is duplicated, tested, and pack-
aged on this foor. Because most of the work Is auto-
mated, few people are present. Tours visit this floor.
Rumots tell of Orks having tunneled up to the walls of this
floor and B12.

FLOOR Bi2

This entire fioor is devoted to training guards and
soldiers to defend the arcology with a minimum amount
of force. There are several obstacle courses, designed to
simulate the layout of different floors, plus classrooms,
firing ranges, and gymnasiums.

Here Is where huge tanks treat all the arcology’s
wastes for as much recycling as possible. What cannot be
recycled Is flushed Into Puget Sound, much to the dismay
of the city govemment and the Salish-Shidhe Council.

The buildings of the Aztechnology Noithwest Com-
plex are not the largest in Seattle, but they are easity
among the most distinct. Modeled after the religious
structures of the Aztec and Mayan people of centuries
past. the complex of buildings is dominated by a central
pyramid of fabulous design.

The huge friezes lining the walls of the central pyra-
mid represent an amazing technical feat. They are con-
structect from haif-meter thick slabs of artificially grown
quartz crystal. A computer-driven laser system was used
to carve images of the anclent Aztec and Mayan gods and
heros into the stone. The elghty slabs welgh ten tons each
and were carefully fitted into grooves on the buliding’s
frame, then sealed with special adheslves.

By day. the friezes look like gray carved stone. After
sundown, however, huge lights are tumed on behind the
carving. bringing the gray, stone figures suddenly to life
with white and amber ilumination. All night long, tourists
crowd the dirigibles and helicopters that offer a chance to
view the wondrously illuminated frieze as a whole.

Ramirez must have been enraged when his superiors
in Atzlan stepped In without consulting him last Decemn-
ber, firing and replacing two of his department heads. We
hear that Ramirez took the Atzlan action as an insult that
he hopes to pay back by seizing control of the megacorp.

Emilio Pascua is the assistant vice president in charge
of the distribution and sale of Aztechnology food and
home appilances. He was one of the replacements sent (@
turn around Aztechnology’s falling sales In Seattle and the
surrounding lands. The fact that President Juan Atzca-
potzalco personally appointed Pascua Indicates that the
young. good-looking man is being groomed for future
advancement. The rumors of a rift berween Ramirez and
Pascua are not surprising.

President Atzcapotzalco sent Maria Cruzan to revive
the company’s ailing electronics division. She is a skilled
businesswoman with a strong background in electronks
and psychology. She spent her first few months studying
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the performance of distributors of Aztechnology products
and owners of Aztechnology stores, promoting some and
firing others. Among those firedt were Ramirez friends and
supporters.

Avelino Galvez is the assistant vice president In
charge of the local manufacture and distribution of Aztech-
nology weapons and vehicles. Tall and thin, withdark curly
hair andd acyberright arm, he is aveteran of Aztechnology's
military. The recent firings and rumors of coming changes
have shaken Galvez and left him wondering whether he

Visitors to Coundil Island sometimes feel that they
have been cast back into a distant time when man lived in
harmeny with nature. The island’s buildings are con-
structed from rough-hewn logs, the government officials
wear handwoven garments, and trees are everywhere,
This feeling of escape to a simpler time usually lasts until
you run into a bureaucrat carrying a portable computer or
notice the solar collectors on the roofs of the log buildings
or hear the sounds of downtown Seattle only minutes
away.

Even before the Awakening, the large island in the
middle of Lake Washington was a beautiful place. it was
called Mercer Island then, and the city’s wealthy liked to
build their patatial homes on the island’'s evergreen-
covered hills. When the Treaty of Denver ceded Mercer
Island to the Salish-Shiche Council for use as their embassy
in Seattle, they renamed the island and embarked on an
ambitious project ta transform it.

Most of the modern buildings and roads were torn
down. with Salish and Shiclhe buildings erected in place of
the luxurious homes. Where roads once divided the
island. the Council nurtured forests and woodlands. Where
sparrows might once have been considered wildlife, rac-
coons., deer hawks, and smaller, paranatural animals now
roam freely. It takes a small army of botanists, omitholo-
gists. and vetetinarians to tend to the island’s wildlife. and
thelrs is a never-ending battle against air and water
poliution.

Getting to Council island might take some time and
effort, but it is worth the visit to experience a kind of retum
to nature.

»»»>>[There is little crime on Council Island, mainky
because of the island’s small population and the Salish
bureaucracy's thoroughness in screening visitors. The
Council strictly regulates the number of Seattlites allowed
on Council 1sland at any one time. Visitors who have not
made an appointment are turned back at the Intercity 90
exit, or else put on the first ferry to Seattle. Those with
reservations, but who are known members of polluting or
racist organizations, are also barred admittance. Even
those whose datafiles pass inspection must submit to a
search for contraband and weapons before they can set
foot on the island.

Massive security roadblocks along the highway and
docks are meant to stop criminals from entering disguised
as tourists, Despite the risk, burglars find the homes of
wealthy diplomats too much to resist. To combat the
problem, Chief Walter Mailea and his Council Island Police
enforce heavy security.

Surprisingly, go-gangs of motorized thugs have
managed to force their way onto the island over the years.
In 2041, the Leather Devils succeeded in breaching Island
security and went on a rampage that left more than 50
dead before Istand Police, aided by the UCC and Lone Star
Rapid Deployment teams. finally drove them off. Since
then. the Council has constructed pillboxes on either side
of the Intercity 90 exit, while armored Metroptex Guard
units cruise the highway. Despite the beefed-up security,
g2o-gangs still create havoc from time to tme.]<<<- -

GEOGRAPHY

Council Island 1s approximately 25 square kilometers
of land rising up from the depths of Lake Washington. The
only way to reach the island by automobile is via the
Intercity bricige. The other way in Is by ferry from various
points along the shore of Lake Washington.

There are only 3,000 inhabitants on Councll Island.
Many are diplomats and their families from the Salish-
Shidhe Council and other Native American Nations, the
rest are the rangers and scientists who care for the island’s
wildlife. The only non-Native American residents are
veterinarians from the University of Washington, transla-
tors, chauffeurs, and others whose services are vital to the
Councll’s functioning.

POLITICS

jon Moses, the Salish-Shidhe Council ambassador to
Seattle, is Chief of Council Island. His second is Lady Laura
Drywell of the Wenatchee Eif tribe. Sidwell Tamahnous, a
Salish shaman who was educatect at the University of
Washington, acdvises both on Seattle and its politics.

Those who work on Councll Island are divided into
three groups. The first are the diplomats, who represent
the Salish-Shidhe in negotiations with the city govern-
ment and the megacorporations.

Bureaucrats are the second large group on Council
Istand. Their task is keeplng up with the daily flood of red
tape, as well as greeting and gulding visitors to the island.
They are usually kind and courteous.

The rest of the island’s inhabltants are foresters,
blologists, and shamans. They care care for and contrel the
istand’s wildlife. conduct tours, and carry on research.
They are also responsible for monitoring the pollutants in
the alr and water of Seattle to see that the city lives up to
its environmental treaties with the Council.

The Mayor of Bellevue is Tian C. Campbell. During his
eight years in office, Mayor Campbell has vigorously
supported all efforts to increase Bellevue's steady eco-
nomic growth.

For decades, Tacoma has lived in the shadow of
downtown Seattle. Seattle was white collar to Tacoma’'s
blue. Seattle was tall majestic skyscrapers to Tacoma's
poliuting smeiters and paper milis. In short, Seattle was
rich and Tacoma was poor. Residents of Tacoma could do
little more than endure Seattlites’ snkde remarks about
“Tacoma's Aroma”,

But now its day has come. Ever since 2039, the
megacorps have been buying up land in the district at an
unprecedented rate. Citlzens of Tacoma can now gaze
proudly at the shiny new skyscrapers under construction
while bustling freighter traffic salls in and out of the city’s
expanded port.

Despite this rapid growth, the charming, turn-of-the-
century downtown area has been meticulously preserved,
as have many of the historic reminders of the Night of
Rage. Now that the future of the district looks so bright,
don’t be surprised If you hear a snide joke or two about
downtown Seattle.

>>>>>In most parts of Seattle, the Matia and Yakuza fight
on fairly even terms. In Tacoma, however. Yakuza clans
dominate, with the Mafla reduced to the minor role usually
reserved for Seoulpa Rings.

Yakuza dominance stems from the far-sightedness of
one of its leaders, Waino Aho. Twenty-two years ago,
while everyone else was buylng In the downtown and
Believue districts, Aho, then a mid-level accountant for
one of the clans, saw a golden opportunity. He began to
secretly buy up the cheaper Tacoma property with Yakuza
money. His bold move enraged many Yakuza oyabuns,
but his life was spared by the chaos of the Night of Rage.

After the vast destruction of the riots, Tacoma prop-
erty went for sale at next to nothlng. Waino Aho's fore-
sight gave his clan a stranglehold in Tacoma and eventu-
alty led to his accession to oyabun.

The Mafla, in an effort to counter Yakuza power, has
adopted violent ractics. Bombings, assassinations, drive-
by shootings. all aimed at Yakuza holdings, are common-
place In Tacoma. These tactics may have closed down
many smaller Yakuza front companies, but have done little
to increase the Mafia's own power in the district. Much of
the Mafla's problems here and in other districts stems from
their inability to deal with small, cell organizations llke
those that make up the Yakuza. )
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The task of trying to establish a Mafla foothold in
Tacoma has fallen to Matt Yuhi, who Mafla Don O'Malley
flew in from New York.

The Seouipa Rings in Tacoma operate successfully on
a smaller scale. From the safety of Tacoma's many Korean
nelghborhoods, the Rings can reach out and strike at
almostany small target. Though the Tacoma Rings hate the
Yakuza as much as any other Secuipa Ring, they realize
that striking some great blow against the district’s many
Yakuza clans would only lead to reprisals against the
Korean cornmunity. The Rings content themseives with
their profitable jewelry helsts and bank robberles, staylng
cut of the syndicate’s way.

Tacoma has more than its share of thrlller and go-
gangs. The most fearsome go-gang is known as the Splke
Wheels and it controls the Tacoma stretch of Intercity 5.
Most gang members are Trells who ride speclaily enlarged
combat bikes. Some of Tacoma’s fiercest thrill gangs are
the Fircrest Surgeons, the Milton Dark Angels, and the
Lakewood Gilants.

By far the most destructive thrill gang are the Ragers
of Tacoma’'s waterfront. These young Orks are the sons and
daughters of survivors of the Night of Rage. The Ragers
prey on people, paricularly Humans, up and down
Commencement Bay—allin the narme of Ork freedom and
self-defense. Local authoritles believe the Ragers use
underground tunnels to move about. They have never
been able to track down or capture any of the gang

every day without trouble, far exceeding Seattle’s capacl-
ties.

The people of Everett, or what some call Seattle
North, are Just now beginning to prove false the precon-
ception that theirs is the backwoods district. As Everett
revitalizes its economy, it is attracting large corporate
Investors and developers. Where once its economy de-
pended on the naval shipyard and the assembly lines of
Federated Boeing, Everett now boasts a diverse and multi-
faceted community. No longer will Everett be known only
for its ships. planes, and stormy weather.

»>>>>>[Neither the Mafta nor the Yakuza are deeply In-
volved with Everett. Like nearly everyone else, they have
always considered the district a smali-time market with
little potential for profit.

Of the two, the Mafia s in the strongest position inthe
district. It controls Everett’s lilegal gambling and prostitu-
tion, most of which Is centered in Casino Comer, the
district’s only red-Hght zone. Gerard Vigilia, trusted confi-
dant of Don James O'Malley, Is head of the Everett Mafia,
Yakuza control the commercla) docks as well as some of
the district’s small businesses.

The district’s recent economic growth has raised the
very real possibillty of a syndicate war. Both organizations
are mindful of how the Yakuza bought up Tacoma just
before it became the hottest district in the plex.

The sudden increase in Mafia-Yakuza clashes over the
past year seems to justify these fears. Most of the violent
confrontations have occurred on the southem edge of
Casino Comer. In one Instance, the Yakuza tried to set up
a prostitution ring, only to be expelled by Mafia soldiers in
a series of gun battles that cost 15 lives and numerous
Injuries. Curlously, the local media and the district govem-
ment have kept qulet about the increased violence.

Two Seoulpa Rings operate on the outskirts of the
Everett underworld, both having survived quite well on
the crumbs of opportunity the syndicates left behind.

The district govemment is relatively ciean. The few
comupt officials are petty embezziers with no real ambition
except to line thelr own pockets. In recent months,
however, there have been reports of Mafla and Yakuza
members approaching government officials. According to
my sources, no one In the General Assembly or on the
mayor's staff has tumbled yet. but the underworld’s In-
creased interest In the government bodes Il for the
district.

The Red Rovers go-gang menaces much of Everett's
highway network, and they virtually claim the Pinehurst
residential area as thelr own. The Razor Heads of down-
town Old Everett are the biggest thriller gang In the

GEOGRAPHY AND DEMOGRAPHICS

Bounded on the north by the lands of the Salish-
Shidhe, on the west by Puget Sound, and on the east and
south by the District of Snohomish, Everettis the northem-
most district of the Seattle metroplex. The Snohomish
River cuts through the district’s northeast section. A series
of rdges and hills divides the southeastem sector, while
the rest of the land s relatively Rat.

According to the 2045 city census, more than 220,000
people live in Everett. The largest minority of Metahumans
are Elves, while Dwarfs make up the smallest. Almost a
third of the district’s population is of Canadian ancestry.
There is also a significant percentage of German and
Scandinavian descendants.

POLITICS

The Honorable Samantha Tillian is the dlstrict mayor
of Everett. A Democrat and Sinsearach EIf, Tillian is a
capable and popular administrator. During her first term in
office, she sparked the district’s economy by luring two
major corporations Into opening major office complexes
in Everett, a feat her predecessors had been unable to carry
off. The public was 5o pleased with her performance that
they overwhelmingly elected her to a second term in
2048. She and her entourage are a common sight out
walking and talking with the people.

The District Hall 1s on 3002 Wetmore Avenue in Old
Everett. It offers a tourist iInformation center, as well as a
small historical museum in the lower level.

One major reason that the district was In the economic
doidrums for so long was the total lack of cooperation
between the two parties. Unlike her predecessors, Mayor
Tilhan has been able to rise above the bickering and to coax
the two partles into at least occasional agreement and
compromise. If she can continue to do this, all the hype
about Everett's renaissance may yet come true.J<<<<<

Up tll a few years ago, the Everett economy was
completely dependent on the sprawling Federated Boe-
Ing alrplane factories and the Everett Naval Shipyards for
its revenue. While this gave the district consiclerable
security. all efforts to broaden the district’s economy were
unsuccessful.

Then Mayor Tilllan was elected. She has worked hard
to attract new businesses into the district by offering great
dieals on land sales and by sponsoring pro-business legls-
tation, Her efforts have been rewarded with the construc-
tion of the Independent Information Network skyscraper
in Lynwood and the Dadson Vision Entertainments com-
plex near Mill Creek. In 2049, the United Corporation
Courcil paid the district a high compliment by naming it
the best for starting a new business. Other major corpora-
tions in the district Include Ingersoll and Berkiey Soy
Products Unlimited, Thomas Lake Mining and Oll, and
Bicson Blomedicals.

A walk in any one of Everett’s residential communi-
tles reveais how much the economy is changing. Gone are
the deserted lots, empty stores, and squatter's villages of
a decade ago. Today. new buildings are under construc-
tion, new stores are opening thelr doors, and low-cost
housing is being developed.

GEOGRAPHY AND DEMOGRAPHICS

Renton Is bounded on the north by the districts of
Bellevue and Redmond, on the west by downtown Seattle
and Tacoma, ot the south by Aubum, and on the east by
the Native American lands.

Despite its heavy development, Renton has some-
how managed to retaln at least some of Its originai natural
beauty. The gecgraphy Is dominated by a spur of beautiful
green hills and ridges that rise sharply along the district’s
northem boundary. Running from southeast to northwest,
the ridges include Cougar Mountain (eievation 1,167
meters) arxd Tiger Mountain (elevation 902 meters), Away
from the hills, the tand becomes level farmland before
belng taken over by housing and Hght industry. Scattered
throughout Renton are a chain of small lakes. but Lake
Youngs, the largest. Is almost two kilometers long.

There are over 200,000 people In Renton. Metahu-
mans make up 35 percent of the district’s population, with
40,000 Orks comprising the largest minority group. Cul-
turally, the rest of the district 1s a mix of people claiming
German, Scandinavian, Chinese, Japanese, Korean. and
Rlipino ancestry.

The District of Snohomish is bounded on the north-
east by the lands of the Salish-Shidhe Coundil, on the
southeast by the District of Redmond, on the south by the
Districts of Bellevue and Downtown Seattle, and on the
northwest by the District of Everett. The Snohomish River
and Hts tributaries meander through flat, fertfle lands in the
eastern half of the districk. (For ten muyen, Paul’s Elven
Tours provide a scenic boat ride down this beautiful river.)
Away from the river valleys, rolling hills dominate this
peaceful district.

Snohomish s one of the most sparsely populated
districts In the dity, Only the Fort Lewis Military Base and
Nature Preserve has fewer peopie. Seventy percent of the
residents work outslde of Snchomish, which makes
commuter traffic quite heavy along every highway going
In and out of the district.

Elves and Orks represent the largest Metahurnan
minorities In the Snohomish district, while Trolls account
for jess than 1 percent of the population.

The Seattie Metropiex, for all its beauty and splendor,
Is not immune to the problems that plague other major
cities. One of the most pressing of these Is the plight of its
ainost one million poor and homeless, whose ves are a
dally struggie for survival. And their numbers are growing.

These unfortunates first tumed whole blocks of hous-
Ing into squatters’ camps that scarred the city skyline, with
whole “communities” eventually emerging. Seattie has
two such large districts, where poverty s handed down
from father 1o son and desperate cime is a fact of Iife, The
two districts have been run down for so jong that they are
knoavn simply as the Bamrens.

The District of Redmond, or the Redmond Barrens,
wWiis once covered with lush evergreen forests and rich
fm land, Slowly, it developed Into a suburban sea of
apartment complexes for Bellevue's and Seattie's work-
ers. By the tum of the century, the area had Binally found
an Industry of its own: the gathering and distribution of
business Information via 4 wotidwide computer network.
As the computer industry continued to blossom, huge

EVERNAIENT
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office complexes and tall skyscrapers began to dot the
handscape.

Then came the Computer Crash of ‘29, A dexdily virus
ripped through the giobal computer network, cashing
Redmond’s industry almost ovemight. The rives of infor-
mation stopped flowing, then it dried up completely.
Elghty percent of the district’s businesses collapsed, tak-
Ing with them a district government that could not cope

It was a full-scale panic. Most Redmond residents
who Jost thelr jobs fied to Bellevue, which had also been
kit hard by the Crash but was still surviving. Within days,
the economic lifeblood of the district was gone. Luced by
storles of abandoned apartment houses and unguarded
grocery stores, Seattie’s homeless began to pour in. This,
In tum, createdrnorel‘llghtandmoreemptyhﬂdhss.
turing stil more homeless.

Only now are we beginning to see a change for the
better. Last year's financial figures showed that, for the first
time In almost 20 years, the mumber of new businesses
opening up In Redmond was greatet than the number that
falled. Some of the metroplex’s major corporations are
once again Interested In the district. This economic up-
swing Is far from complete, but at least It offers hope.

Visitors are advised to travel Into Redmond only via
one of the tours offered by Metro Transit Tours. k woukd
not be wise to Ignore the element of danger in the streets.

Most of the Humans In the district stilt harbor a
passionate hatred for all Metahumans. This racism stems
from the Computer Crash of ‘29 when the first Burry of
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rumors blamed Metahumans for the disaster. Human
supremacy groups, such as the Humanis Policlub, the KKK,
and The Order, fiourish In the district, spreading thelr
gospel of hatred and racial purity to receptive crowds.
During such raliies, many citizens are more than willing to
tumn club or torch against any unprotected Eif or Oric, Infear
for thelr Ilves, many Redmond Metahumans have banded
together and begun to fight back.

The few companies with factories in Redmond had to
build massive fortifications to protect their facllities against
looters and vandals. Some irms have hired as guards the
biggest and meanest squatters they can find. Accldental
shootings in and around these fortified factories are fust
another Fact of life In the Redmond Barrens.

Neither the Mafia nor any of the Yakuza make much
money here, though both have established black markets,
The synclicates do find the district™s mix of chaos and
viclence an excellent breeding ground for warrlors and
thieves, ﬂleYakmdamueprﬁaﬂarlyadeptatlderm
fying those who might become fearsome fighters or
magicians, Recruits are tralned and given a probationary
period. If they pass, the most promising warsiors recetve
performance-enhancing cyberware, and the magicians
get access to the gang's library and its cache of magical
items.

The RedmondMaﬂahasbeenmturmollevefslnce
2039, when Carl Decavitt and a group of supporters
declared their independence from the Seattle Mob. For his
actions, Decavitt was summarity executed, but not before
his renegade faction began a serlous challenge for control
of the district. The current leader of the renegades Is Ra
Halquist. Don James O'Malley of Seattle still considers
himself In control of Redmond, with Theodore Atenclo
acting as Capo.

The Seoulpa Rings also use Redmond as a resource
pool for new recruits. There are five known Rings operating
In Redmond, continually supplying new members to the.
Rings in other districts. Of the five, the 11l Squlres, led by
Dan Aurigemma. is the most active.

There are hundreds, If not thousands, of thrill gangs
thriving in the district. Every comer seems to have Its own
group of toughs claiming It as their turf. Three of the mast
infamous gangs are Metahuman: the Rusted Stilettos
haunt Glow City, the Crimson Crush hound the people of
Bargain Basement, while the Red Hot Nukes call Holly-
wood their own.|<ca<

GEOGRAPHY AND DEMOGRAPHICS

Redmond’s terrain is quite flat, with its few existing
hlils in the southem end of the district. The winding path
of the Snoqualmie River dominates almost a third of the
district.

Close to 500,000 people live in Redmond. An accu-
rate count Is difficult because many have no permanent
residence. The actual population could run anywhere kom
300,000 to 700,000.

The district’s population is diverse, but the number of
Metahumans Is low. Ever since the Night of Rage, the
Awakened Races have tended to shy away from the non-
Awakened, banding together In self-defense.

POLITICS

Mayor of Redmond Is Jeffrey Gasston, upon whose
shoukiers the awesome responsibility of rebuliding this
economic wasteland has fallen. His efforts, particulasty his
support for the Renton Center Mall, are the reason the
district s experiencing its first economic revival in dec-
ades. Gasston was [rst elected In 2048,

With some success, apparently, for Gasston has recently
demonstrated much more palitical savvy in getting what
he wants, He might even become politically adept before
the next election.

The people call the factories
“Toxic Castles.” and they do resemble Gothic structures
surrcunded by their own moats of polsonous filth. tronl-
cally. these factories generate the little honest money
eamed in Redmond.

Setting up shop In the district poses special problems
for a corporation. One is the need to keep the factory and
itsworkers safe, hence the high walls, electric fencing. and
armed guards. Another difficulty is the transportation of
materials to and from the factorles. Desperate squatters
know the value of these materials, and they will go to any
lengths to obtain them. That's why most Redmond facto-
res use elther heilcopter and tlit-rotor aircraft or the
Snoqualmie River to ferry materials in and out.

Only a handful of major businesses operate in the
district, the largest being Hollywood Simsense Entertain-
ments, Life-Eez Appliances, Monohan Vehicles, and
Camnatlon-Seattle.

20 of the largest greenhouses In the workl. The tent-like
bulidings were several kiiometers in diameter and stood
on land considered too polluted with toxic waste to grow
any crops. The agriculturist proved the skeptics wrong—
almost. The land did yleld amazing harvests of food, but
It was too contaminated for public consumption.

The huge greenhouses were then used to grow
tropical fiowers untll the Crash of '29, when the entire
project was abandoned. Since then, they have become
home for much of the district's Metahuman squatter
population.

GLOW ATY

In 2013, Trojan-Satsop, a nuclear power plant, suf-
fered a partiai meltdown, contaminating Beaver Lake and
the sumounding land for kilometers arount. In 2028, a
second power plant, this one run by Shiawase Atomics,
was erected next to the rusting hulk of its predecessor, it
has been providing power to the city ever since., After the
Crash of "29, squatters began to bulld their hovels on the
contaminated lands, despite the government’s repeated
attemnpts to remove them. The government eventually
gave up and let the squatters remalin. Since thern, the
squatter population has tripied. In spite of the extraordi-
narly high rates of cancer-related deaths and Infant
mortallty.

BARGAIN BASEMENT

Bargain Basernent used to be the location of some of
the best apartment complexes In the district, but that was
before the Crash. Today. the bulidings are In decay,

requiring Hegal hook-ups 1o heep their power and sani-
tation systems working. Bargain Basement Is now the site
of street markets and bazaars offering all types of goods.
Mafia and Yakuza biack markets flowrish here.

The District of Puyallup has been through some major
changes in the past three decades. It startedt when Mount
Rainier eruptedt on August 17, 2017, burying fertile farm-
land and bountiful apple orchards under tons of ash. One
year later, the land. still choked with ash, became home to
thousands of non-indians Aeeing the Native American
takeover of the western United States. Then came the
holocaust of the Night of Rage. when tens of thousands of
Metahumans sought refuge In the district.

The best news in years |s that several major corpora-
rions have lately taken an interest in the district. Mit-
suhama Computer Technologles has even announced
plans to bulld a major plant in Puyallup. Such changes
could mean that Puyallup’s epormous potential in man-
made and natural resources might finally be tapped.
People may one day come to think of Puyallup as a place
where dreams become real, rather than lylng burled in the
ashes of Mount Rainier.

Puyallup is also the site of huge stretches of squatter
vamps, whete the people millabout ke ants ona dunghlil.

Unlike the unsightly Redmond, the other Barren, Puyaliup’s
stretches of black lava flelds are hauntingly beautiful, even
though devoid of life. Poverty and misery may abound, yet
a strange, iost beauty seems hidden under the ash, just
waliting to be born again. Those who wish to visit Puyallup
should do so only via an escorted Metro Transit tour, or
better yet, vislt the scattered tourist sites via Federated-
Boeing's armored helicopters.

»>>>>[Mafia and Yakuza Influence in the local govern-
ment makes Puyallup an ideal place to stockpile their
weapons, drugs, and lcot. The many abandoned bulidings
and boarded-up warehouses are packed with their lllegal
materials. Each such bullding is a well-protected fortress,
though it may not be evident from the street. The latest
security systems have been installed, and guards will not
hesitate to kil anyone poking around.

The syndicates’ complete control over the district
gives them free reign to use the area as a tralning camp for
their recruits. In these “crime academiles,” promising
recruits from every comer of the metroplex learn the ways
of the syndicate, then receive speclalized training accord-
ing to their abilities. The locations of the varlous academies
are ever-changing, with the average recruit receiving
indoctrination in one location, physical training in another,
and lessons in firearms in yet another.

David Galucci is in control of the Mafla in Puyallup. A
charlsmaatic leader. Galuccl Is one of the most powerful
Mob figures and a likely successor to Seattle Don James
O’ Malley. David Is the seventh generation of Galuccis who
have been associated with the Mafia.

Kim Marsau is head of Puyatlup’s Yakuza clan. Though
young, he has eamed the right to this important post
because of the way he managed to corrupt the Sioux
Natlon’s White Rock govemment. He Is a tough, prag-
matlc leader known for his declsiveness and uncanny
foresight.

Many Seoulpa Rings operate in Puyallup. Most barely
survive by preying on the already-poor citizens of the
district, but two Rings are fourishing. One 15 the Lee
Brigacle run by Chun Lee. the rare Korean to have escaped
the 2043 Yakuza purge of Koreans. His gang has been
responsible for hit-and-run operations against Yakuza
warehouses and even agalnst a Yakuza decker academy.
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Puyaliup has more than its-lair share of thilll gangs.
Like the Redmond Bamens, there Is not a patch of ground
of square meter of bullding space where some gang Is not
ready to defend It to the death. Some of the strongest are
the Black Ralns, the Sllent Ps, Forever Tacoma, and the
Reality Hackers.

Onmpdﬂﬁbﬂnrmmbmmm
and Metahumans. When the temified survivors of the
Night of Rage fied to Puyallup, they fordbly removed
many Humans from their homes. Fighting erupted, with
high casualties on both sides. As in Redmond, these fires
of mutual hatred continue to bum, often exploding nto
violenoe. .

A few months ago, some Human racist policlubs
began to form armed militta units to police the borders of
thelr neighborhoods. In response, Metahumans formed
their own defense forces, At this stage, neither side Is

GEOGRAPHY AND DEMOGRAPHICS

Puyallup Is the Largest district In the Seattle Metro-
plex, its 1,000 square kilometers stretching from the
northern border with Aubum all the way o the Salish-
Shidhe Council lands to the south and the east. -

The most spectacular geographic feature of the dis-
trict ks the Mowich Lava Flow, a souvenir of the rivers of
buming lava that poured down after Mount Rainter erupted,
Whole towns and villages were destroyed, and lava fires
bumed for days. obitterating nearty all the district’s vege-
tation. When the lava finally cooled, it solidified and
formed kiometer-long beds of black, featureless rock.

ECTNENMY  CRIME  RAMPE

The lava flow also forever altered the course of the
Puyaliup River. As the lava poured into the river, it pushed
the water up past the banks and Rooded most of the low-
ving plains. In time, a new stves bed was formed, but some
of the river water sucked beneath the flow still makes Its
way to the top as poweifud steam geysers and lakes of
toxdc, bubbing mud.

What Mount Ralnier did not flood and sconch with
lava, it blanketed with piles of ash almaost two rmeters thick
In some places. Cutting through the heaviest als Miters and
choldng the life out of most machine engines. a heavy
layer of fine gray ash eventually covered every square
kllometer of the district.

Though all of Seattle Is prone to earthquakes, Puyal-
lup suffers the most severe tremors recorded. Onaverage,
the district experiences at least one major earthquake
every five years.

More than half a milion peopie live In the district,
over half of them Metahurnan, This is due to the Night of
Rage, when Metahumans fied their homes in tesror. Thou-
sands banded together in Puyaliup, creating thelr own
communities.

ECONOMY

The economy of Puyallup Is simllar to that of Red-
mond. Major corporations are not eager to risk valuable

equipment, money, ot personnel in such an unstable
district.

>>>>>[Puyallup’s economy is so hampered by a govemn-
ment riddied with corruption that It is often Impossible
even to talk to an Important official without first greasing
his pakmn with plenty of credit.

Most businesses In Puyallup are mere fronts for the
Yakuza and the Mafla, with the security at frightening

levels. Even the bravest thief is wary of robbing a mob -

business. The mobs also own most of the “toxic castles,”
the oil refineries, steel mills, and chemical Bxctorles that
generate so much environmental polsen.

The few honest corporations located in the district
must fortify their Racllities against attacks by desperate
squatters and hired thugs. Like thelr Redmond counter-
parts, the factories use helicopters to transport products
and materials in and out. as gangs attack any vehicle that
might be carrying anything of value.

The few legitimate businesses in Puyallup have re-
cently gotten a boost from an uniikely source. The Salish-
Shidhe Councll decided to do something about the alr
poliution and water poliution drifting Into their lands from
Puyatiup, Starting in 2048, they announced grants to any
business of cotporation that implemented specified anti-
poltution controts In their production systems. Though

HELL'S XITCHEN

Hell's Kitchen is an appropriate name for this vast
squattes’s wasteland of solkdified lava flows, bolling mud
fields, steam geysers, and ash dunes.

Soon aRer the eruption of Mount Ralnler, several en-
gineering corporations bullt gecthermal power plants on
the soildified lava flows, hoping to tum the steam and hot
water into elecirical power. The Computer Crash of 2029
brought an abrupt end to the period of prosperity, much
less plans for construction of geothermal plants. With the
rising crime rate, many companles were forced to aban-
don existing plants, leaving the landscape dotted with the
rusting hulks of forgotten power plants.

Some actually find this inhospitable reglon to thelr
Iiking. Shamans are attracted by the nature sphrits that
abound. and often joumney cut into theé wildemess to
purify themseives. T. wander the lava surface,
searching for bones of anirnals who have died of exhaus-
tion or fallen into one of the many deadly pits. Some
Dwaifs have tunneled down Into the lava flows, often with
thelr bare hands, gathering up rare minerals that they can
then seit to chemical companles.

GOVERNMENT

POLITICAL ORGANIZATION

The Seattle Metroplex s divided into ten districts,
each govemed by a District Mayor and a District Council.
Mayors and Counclimembers are elected to four-year
terms. with no fimit on the number of terms they may
secve. The districts are further divided up Into 61 voting
precincts, with each precinct representing roughly 5,000
people.

The Seattie Metroplex Govemnment Is presided over
by a Governor elected to a four-year term. The Governor
is responsible for enforcing the laws, collecting the taxes,
and maintaining good relations among the Districts. There
is no it to the number of terms a Govemnor may serve.
The Govermnor's office is located on the 30th floor of the
Charles Rover Bullding in downtown Seattie.

Advising the Govemor Is the Cabinet. This 21-mem-
ber coundl Is comprised of the ten District Mayors, the
metroplex Treasurer, the metroplex Attomey General, the
Police Chief, the Fire Chief, and the Commissioners of
Sanitation, Public Transportation, Publlc Works, Public
Database, Public Uitilities, and Race Relations. The Ambas-
sador from the Salish-Shidhe Councll Is also part of the
Cabinet. The Cabinet meets on the 18th Aoor of the Royer
Bulkiing every other Tuesday, though the Govemor can
cail emergency sessions at any time. With the exception
of the District Mayors, all Cabinet Members are appointed
by the Governor.

One hundred elected representatives from the city's
ten districts make up the metropiex Congress. The Con-
gress meets on the first Thussday of every month in thels
beautifl chambers In the Royer Bullding. Here the walls
are decorated with kuxurious wooden panels carved by
Salish sculptors, a gift from the Salish-Shidhe Coundll to
the dty of Seatte. Congressional Representatives are
elected @ six-year terms, with no imit on the number of
terms they may serve,

Seattle politics tend to be sather bolsterous, even
whencompared to other city govemments llke Chicagoor
New York. Public officials shake hands, smile for the trideo
cameras. and talk of “consensus” and “cooperation,” but
a typical day In the govemmeent involves plenty of wheel-
ing and dealing, and no ltttle bickering. table-pounding,
and even shouting.

POLICLUBS

The most recent development In Seattie politics has
been the emergence of small, speclal interest groups
called pollciubs. Appealing mostly to younger voters,
each club gives voice toa particular slant on various Issues.
Among the most popular policlubs are the Awakened
Workers Party, the Ork Rights Coalltion, the Green Party
{an environmentallst party}). the Seattle Separatists, the
Salish Unlonists, and the Intemational Workers of the
Worki (aka the Wobblies). Though the Democratic and
Repubiican Parties still dominate Seattie politics, the grow-
Ing strength of these new policlubs ensures that minotdlty
viewpoints will continue to be heard.

Some policiubs are strictly banned from representa-
tion In city govemment because of thelr batant violence
and affiliation with terrorist organizations. Of these, the
largest and most vicious is the infamous Hands of Five arm
of the Alamos 20,000 Humanis Polidub. Other banned
policlubs Include the Anclents, a militant EN-rights group
and go-gang: the Onder, a White Human supremacist
organization; and the Moon Traps, a back-to-nature, sur-
vivalist policiub.

Though policlubs span the entire spectrum of political
thought, they do tend to have simiiar intemal structures
and recrulting practices. The designated leader of a poil-
club Is often a male in his mid-thirdes who is well-
educated, articulate, and forthright in expressing his be-
llefs. Next In [ine In the policlub hierarchy are the senlor
members of the policlub, the elders. The eiders staff an
Informal Steering Committee In charge of planning events
and handliing bureaucratic tasks. Under the Steering
Committee Is a Youth Leadership Committee, made up of
teenagers and young adults, It is the responsibility of the
Youth Committee to Indoctrinate the voters of tomorrow.
distribute literature, and help in recrulting new members.

Recrutting Is the lifeblood of any policlub, and Is
ustally accomplished In one of three ways. The first Is
through pamphlets and literature distributed on street
comers, The second method Involves a policiub’s spon-
sorship of sodlal fimctions, such as a dance, a simsense
festival, or a sporting event. Political ideas are subtly
mixed In with the festivities.

The third method involves sending attractive, ‘young
policilub members out to lure members of the opposite
sex. They frequent bars and nightciubs and approach
lonely Individuals who are quite ignorant of what they may
be getting Into. All policlubs deny using this method.

RELATIONS WITH THE UCAS

Offclally, relations between Seattie and Washington
D.C. have never been better. However, there are signs of
a growing gulf between the two seats of government, a
guifthat may widen and eventually lead to Seattle declar-
Ing its iIndeperdience,

The geographic distance between Seattle and the
rest of the LICAS may expilaln this apparent rift, for the plex
Is now an island sumounded by Native American Nations.
It could be more than that, however, Recently, the federal
govemment in Washington ssued a series of laws and tax
hikes alrmed at galning greater controt over individual city
governments. Washington has also raised its Federal
Military tinduction Quotas, demanding that Seattie prove
s Joyalty to the UCAS by providing more young men and
women for the UCAS Armed Forces. Those recrults who
have |oined the UCAS forces have all been stationed to
units on the East Coast. Word is that every request for
transfer, or even leave, back to Seattie Is being denled.

The UCAS has tried to soothe Seattie's resentment by
granting the metroplex certain powers that other cities do
not have. A recent law gave Seattle the right to sencd its
own ambassadors to nations on the Pacific Rim. For every
placating action, however, the federal govemment has
Increased the presence of its own Intelligence agencles In
Seattle. The FBI, CIA, and several more clandestine or-
ganizations are planted deeply throughout the plex.
Washingtonjustifies their presence by saying these agents
are a base of operations against foreign inflitration. Yet
many Seattie residents belleve that they themsehves are
the targets of Federal survelilance.

RELATIONS WITH THE SALISH-SHIDHE
COUNCH

The S5 Counclicontrols all land surrounding the
metroplex. Through Gaeatronks, the Councll also con-
trols al fresh water and electrical power that flows into
Seattie. The Treaty of Denver strictly regulates Gaeatron-
ics, with any interruption of power or water a major treaty
violation.

" Due to the efforts of former Seattie Govemor Lind-
strom and Chief David James, the poiitical leader of the
Councll, relations between the two govemments have
never been stronger. It was Govemor Linkistrom who first
invited Chief James to sit in on his cablnet meetngs, and
it was Chief james who Invited the Govermnor to speak &t
Councll gatherings. This set the tone for peace and
stabllity between Seattie and the Council. Seattie Councll-
members and tribal elders often get together for frank, to-
the-point, and usually constructive dialogues on issues af-
fecting both sides.

The Salish-Shidhe Councll’s prime concems are the
well-being of s people and preservation of its land. The
pollution from Seattle is a great concem. The Treaty of
Denver, as well as subsequent agreements between
Seattie and the Councll, have set spedfic standards for
curbing alr, water, and land pollution, Like so many laws,
these were sasier to witte than to enforce. Companies
falling to meet the standards are subject to vigorous
prosecution by the Seattie Govemment. If the Salish-
Shidhe finds the city lax in its duty, they have the legal
authority to carry out their own arrest and prosecution of
offenders. Several such Incidents have occured, but
many Seattlites protested that the S-S Council was violat-
ing the city’s sovereignty.

There Is also disagreement between Seattle and the
Councl! about what portion of Puget Sound the metroplex
can claim. Unfortunatety, the Treaty of Denver falled to
clarify this lssue. The city claims title to all waters up t0 bery
kilometers from any metroplex shoreline, from Fosses-
sion Sound near Everett to Nisqually Reach by Fort Lewis.
The Councll disagrees, caiming that Seattie Is entitled
only to the namow strip of water one klometer from the
clty shores. Negotiations over this lssue have dragged on
for nearly a decade, with stil no compromise in sight.
After several Seattie aquaculture businesses recently set
up pens and net corrals in contested waters, the lssué has
again become a sore point In Seattie-Councli relations.

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RELATIONS WITH OTHER NATIONS

In 2042, the UCAS granted Seattle the right to send
its own ambuassadors to any nations considered vital to its
survival. The UCAS Congress passed this measure over
the President’s objections because It hoped to queill the
anti-UCAS sentiment In far-off Seattle,

Seattle has sent ambassadors to 24 nations. most of
them along the so-called Paclfic Rlm. These ambassadors
hate been largely responsible for the city’s recent trade
boom and strengthened refations with Australia, Korea,
the China Democracy. the Philippines, and the Native
American Nations.

Relations with Imperiat Japan, however, are not so
warm. Seattle flatly tumed down that nation’s offers of
economic assistance (presumably the same kind that
made Californla a virtual colony of this foreign power), and
the Emperor was sald to have been deeply insulted.

UNITED CORPORATION COUNCIL

In theoty, the United Corporation Coundl is only an
assoclation of corporate officials and govemment person-
nal who meet informally to promote better labor relations
andd to air grievances by elther side.

The Uinited Corporation Council was officially formed
in 2030, one year after the great Computer Crash, in which
2 virus attacked the world's computer network. By the
timee the virus was finally eradicated by the galfart efforts
of the Echo Mirage deckers, the giobal economy was in
crisis.

twas when the virus first started wiping out datafiles
that fear and confusion took over. Major corporations
started blaming each other, charging indusirial sabotage.
In one case, executives from the Seattie office of Campana
& Camindum Technical industries publicly accused Its
chief competitor, Aztechnology. of perpetrating the at-
tack, They ordered thelr own security forces to “take out”
Aztechnology, beginning a wave of private wars between
corporations.

It was in this chaotic atmosphere that 16 business
executives decided to form the United Corporation Coun-
cil. tts first priority was to unite the business community
and establish lines of communication to avoid further
conflicts. The first few years of the UCC's existence were
spent establishing a network of hotlines between corpo-
rations and the scheduling of regular meetings between
theit major executives,

Though the members of the UCC were economic
competitars, they all had a common interest In keeping
the govemiment from too much meddling or regulation of
their activities. Soon, the UCC was sending its legat
representatives to the city's cabinet and congressional
meetings.

As more corporations saw it was in thely self-interest
to join the LICC, the organization began to branch out by
funding the campaigns of politicians friendiy to business.

The large Influx of new members into the UCC
necessitated the creation of a Central Planning Commit-
tee, made up of the original 16 business leaders. William
Vogel, the CEO of Federated Boeing, was elected the
committee’s first chalmnan, a post he still Alls. The UCC
Panning Committee Is also known as “the Inner Circle.”

it was the Night of Rage In 2039 that revealed the
power now wielded by the UCC. Their outrage (whether
on moral grounds or because of business prnciples Is
anybody's guess) at the arrests and apparent murder of
countless Metahurmans was strong and swift. By threaten-
Ing a business lock-out, they forced the hand of Governor
Allenson, Ovemight. the UCC showed that It had enough
power and Influence to be a kind of de facto government
in Seattle.

The UCC has never agaln publicly flaunted Its power
since that ime. It prefers to work In the shadows, secretly
backing pro-business candidates (including Govemor
Marityn Schultz"s last two reelection campalgns) aswell as
representing Seattle's business Interests in the halls of the
metroplex government.

Since the birth and use of the United Corporate
Councll, other similar groups have formed. These Include
the Tampa Bay Commerce Commission, the London
Business Cub, and the Moscow Corporate Collective, This
raises the important question of whether the corpotations
of the workd are secretly bullding a global organization
through which they hope to influence, f not control
entirely, the planet’s govemments?

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THE BIG PICTURE

Seattie has been blessed for most of its history with a
healthy, prosperous economy. The city grew up firston the
logging industry, supplying lumber for the rapidly grow-
ing settlements of Callfornla. Over the years, Seattie
became an international market place, as the city opened
more and more tradke lines with Aslan ports. The burgeon-
Ing a=rospace Industry took over from there, so thatby the
tum of the 20th century, Seattle was on the verge of
becoming a major world economic center. Though the
Treaty of Denver and the Awakening siowed Seattie’s rise
to such prominence, enough of the basic elements were
alreacly (n place to guarantee the clty's successtul future.

Today, Seattie is the third buslest port in the UCAS.
Over 2,000 cargo vessels arrive every year, bringing with
them products from around the world. These same ships
then sail out, their holds filled with Seattle and LICAS
goods for export. In similar fashion, Sea-Tac Intemational
Alrport handles well over 3,500 cargo flights a year.
Overland trade, at one time strictly regulated by the
Native American Nations, is once again profitable due to
new treaties between Seattle and NAN.

Federated Boeing Is the largest manufacturer of
commerclal alrplanes in the world, and Is Seattle’s major
Industrial exporter. FB cumently has ten years worth of
orders for three of its most popular passenger planes, the
797, the 818, and the huge 828. Over 200,000 men and
women are currently employed by Federated Boeing.

Another vital export Is computer technologles. In the
latter years of the 20th century, Seattie’s solid economic
base, cheap land, and highly skilled work force attracied
the attention of huge Japanese and Ametican Corpora-
tions, who saw the city as the ideal location for construc-
tion of new Eactories and research facllities. At the same
time, local computer manufacturers began to grow. MI-
crodeck of Seattle Is now onhe of the foremost UICAS
software companies. Some 100,000 Seattlites are em-
ployed at various levels in the computer industry.

As for Seattle’s economic disadvantages, most stem
from its geographical Isolation from the rest of the UCAS.
Seattie commerce must also contend with Iimitations
Imposed by NAN on what they will allow to be tansported
over their lands. This impacts the economy In several
ways.

Though Seattle can buy as much natural food as it
wants from Salish farmers, it must Import mast of ts soy
and artificial foods from elther the UCAS or Callfornia. The
expense of transporting goods over these distances adds
considerably to the consumer's price. In recent years,
several food riots have broken out over particularly steep
price hikes,

Subcomponent avallability can also be a problem for
the manufacturing sector. Seattie companies often have to
walt weeks for the amival of components and supples
from subsidlaries In the UCAS. This inevitably delays
production or forces the firm to camy a larger-thasy-normal
Inventory of parts. Uitimately, it1s the consumer who pays,
because the manufacturers must charge more in order to
break even. Seattie manufacturers have tried their best to
reduce their dependance on non-local components, but
only the larger companles, such as Federated Boeing,
have the money and resources to do so.

The lack of available land for development Is yet
another difficulty. Only the nature preserve of Fort Lewis
and the desolate Barrens remaln undeveloped, The Bar-
rens’ high crime rate, along with the law requiring fims to
provide free housing for all people 1t displaces, are major
disadvantages to businesses expanding into these dis-
tricts. ’

ORGANIZED CRIME

Like most cities in these troubled times, the Seattle
metroplex govemnment must fight organized crime for
control of its streets. Where Seattle differs Is in the more
daring approach to the problern that ithas recentty adopted.

Govemor Schulz won election to office with the
promise of clean govemnment. From day one of her term,
she has has been vigilant In prosecuting anyone in her
administration caught breaking the law. Nor has she
shown mercy to any govemment official even suspected
of underworld connections. This is not to say that her
govemment is totally free of corruption, but Seattle ap-
pears to be one of the cleanest administrations anywhere,
Peopie in other cities often see their govemment officlals
as puppets of organized crime, while in Seattle, Govemor
Schultz 1s viewed as a pillar of honesty and courage.

Though Schultz abhors the random violence, the
peddiing of addictive chips, and the prostitution fostered
by the Yakuza clans and the Mafia, she knows the metro-
plex has nelther the money nor the resources to fight the
syndicates In an all-out war. In a kind of unofficlal truce, the
govermment tends to overlook syndicate activity unless it
reaches the point of public and media outcry, or unless the
violence Is directed against Innocent people.

It is estimated that the Yakuza, Mafla, and Seoulpa
Rings are responsible for 60 percent of all crime commit-
ted in Seattie. All three organizations have “stables” of
deckers, thieves, fences, pushers, erforcers, and assassins
who do the mobs’ bidding. Any freelance aiminals not
under syndicate control must be careful where they make
their moves. Robbing a syndicate-controlled business or
moving Into one of thelr temitories Is a good way for a
freetancer to bring his career to an untimely end.

YAKUZA

The Yakuza ammived In Seattie with the flood of Japa-
nese refugees who fled their country after its economic
and political collapse In 1 996. The Airst Yakuza gangs found
refuge in the city's crowded International District. [t wasn't
long before they had control over the area’s small gam-
bling clubs and betting parfors. Next came the protection
money they extorted from local merchants. From this
humbie base, the Yakuza gangs grew in numbers and
reputation, expanding into the rest of the dty, with its
lucrative markets for drug-dealing, extortion, and prost-
tution.
The Seattie Yakuza have always relied heavily on the
clannishness of their fellow Aslans. Protection rackets
were a goki mine, offering Asian businesses protection
from the non-Astan Mafla. The Aslan community's reluc-
tance to deal with outsiders hampered the SPD's attempt
to break the Yakuza.

By the first decade of the century, the High Oyabun of
Chiba had appointed every local Yakuza cian as Dungeness
Crabs (a type of land crab native to the Pacific Northrwest)
of the 87th Prefecture. With this international backing, the
Seattie Yakuza became even more deeply involved In
importing Ulegal drugs. o _

The local oyabuns were rich encugh by now to buy
fand, and they began to replace strong-am tactics of the
street with more subtle business tactics such as stock
buyouts and corporate takeovers. Real estate becane the
new cummency of the underworld.

The Yakuza's success put them squarely in the path of
the Mafia, the traditional lords of Seattie's criminal under-
world, Batties between the two rivals were frequent and
bloody. Almost every day more bodies were found float-
Ing In a river or stulfed Into dumpsters. For a ime, it
seemed the only hope for Seattle was that the two
syndicates would kill each other off.

i was not to be. The gang war did clalim the Rves of
most of the Yakuza's top officlals, but the organization
remained Intact. To rebulld the Seattie clans, the Chiba
oyabun sent In a completely new upper echelon, most of
them Korean {then an underworld vassal of [apan). By
2032, these new bosses had all arrtved and were adapting
quickly. Already In place was a small, but flercety loyal
Korean population that they could count on for recrults
and support. Soon these Korean bosses were thinking and




acting In terms of a Korean syndicate serving Korean
Interests.

Diplomatic attempts by the Yakuza In Japan to bring
Seattie back Into the fold falled, leading to an ultimatum in
late 2042. Medge your loyalty to us, the Yakuza oyabun
ordered, or accept the consequences. The Koreans Ig-
nored the threat. In january 2043, Japanese assassins
entered the Seattie metroplex to ruthlessly hunt down and
Rilt the Korean leaders, showing no mercy. Only a handful
did escape, keeping altve the Korean presence in Seattle’s
underworld to this day.

Following the bloody purge, all remalning Yakuza
members had to prove their loyalty and alleglance to the
japanese bosses. Fallure resutted In execution. Within
weeks, the Seattle Yakuza was once again fimiy in the
hands of the jJapanese.

The path was now open for new leadership. Hanzo
Shotozumit arrtved to become the new regional oyabun
and immediately set about Anding men and women he
ocould trust. These young recruits would becoime the new
Weblood of the Seattle Yakuza. Shotozuml was a great
betiever in the old ways, stressing loyalty above all eise.
He brought back the Yakuza traditions of body tattoos and
of amputating the fingers of any Yakuza who falled the
oyabun.

MAHA

The Mafla first inflitrated Seattle back In the 1950s,
amost ovemight gaining a strangiehold over the dacks.
From there. It wasn't long before the Mafla was squeeting
a percentage out of everything that came into Seattle. The
mob was also quick to exploit the market for fllegal drugs,
importing themn and then distributing through elaboiate
networks.

The Seattie mob was not growing anywhere as quickly
as thelr associates on the East Coast who, by the tum of the
cenhury, were gaining control of whole dty governments.
Comuption and influence-peddiing always existed In the
Pacific Northwest, but it was at that time nowhere nearly
as pervasive, The Mafla had a harder tme gaining a
foothold in the govemment in this part of the country.

The ather major stumbling block to the mob’s growth
in the Paciic Northwest was is large Aslan population.
The Asian devation to family and community was strong
enough that most were refuctant o support any activities
that could bring shame to their people. At the tum of the
century, there were enough Aslans in city and county
govemments to present a major obstacle to the Malla’s
plas.

The emergence of the Yakuza throughout the region
during the fArst decades of the 11st century also meant that
the Malla was faced with compedtition for the first time.
They respanded quickly and decisively by bringing in Brian
O'Maliey, the Chicago boss feared for his utter ruthless-
ness,

O'Malley was a strong bellever in the old ways of
Malla tradition and power, ordering a number of assassi-
nations of Yakuza leaders, hoping to deltver a quick and
fatal blow to the upstart syndicate. The Yakuza, of course,
responded by sending out assassins of thelr own. Corrupt
city officlals became important targets of both sides, as
each gang tried to cut away the other’s political base,

A truce was called in 2030 when the leaders of both
sides were assassinated. Brian O'Malley was shot and
killed In his home. The Yakuza oyabun and his captains
were murdered a day later when a van Alled with expio-
sives crashed through the fence around his estate and
exploded.

james O'Malley, Brian’s older brother, was then mob
boss in Milwaukee, with a good chance of one day rising
to control of the Chicago gang. After his brother was kilied,
James's ambition was replaced by the desire for revenge.
S0 obsessed was he with destroying those responsible
instead of minding his own store that the Dons of New
York finally had to strip jJames of his position and force him,
on threat of death, to retire,

The Chicago branch of the Mafla, which had always
controlled Seattie, did nothing to rebulld the mob In the
metroplex after the gang war. They were content to hoid
onto what they had and to concenirate their energies sn
coping, as everyone was, with the events of the Awaken-
ing.

The appaintment of the infamous Manzo Shotozuml
as feader of Seattie’s Yakuza in 2044 revived the Mafla’s
interest in the metroplex. Shotozuml's quickmoves onthe
clty's crime scene showed the Malla that it was In danger
of losing Seatile entirely. To maintain thelr power, they
tured james O'Malley out of retirement in 2045, appoint-
ing him the new Don of the Seattle metroplex. They knew
he was the one man who would rather die than let the
Yakuza take control of Seattle.

Since then, the Seattle Mafla has shown renewed
energy, making invoads into the Yakura action. Gradually
establishing its power in the business centets and lower
levels of govemment, Don James O'Malley has recently
begun a spedal effort to recrult new Mafla musde from
among the desperate residents of the Barrens.

The new Don has also been aggressive at hitting the
Yahuza, Attacks against the enemy’s businesses and as-
sassination of its officers have risen shamly In number
since his antval, With seeming glee, the new Don O'Malley
has set the Seattie Maflaon a course as Nkely to collide with
the metroplex govemment as with the Yakuza in the
coming yeas. The wat s not over.




SEQULPA RINGS

The bloody expuision of the Koreans from the Seattie
Yakuza only fanned a centuries-old hatred between the
Japanese and Koreans, The few Korean survivors refused
to give up the fight. More determined than ever to
upstage arxl defeat the Japanese, the Koreans formed
their own criminal organization. -

The hundred or so survivors knew only too well they
tacked the resources to outmuscle the Malla or the
Yakuza. To make the best use of their small numbers, they
adopted the Seoulpa Ring system fist developed by
Korean aiminals and the anti-government gangs of the
late 20th century.

Tokeep from being wiped out alt at once, the Koreans.
scattered across the metroplex, establishing a loose net-
work of small, semi-independent gangs, of Rings. Each
Ring Is responsible for working one specific street or
neighborhood.

Recrulting is a vital part of Seoulpa Ring strategy.
Leaders of each Ring recrult up to a dozen men and
women ayear to join thelr litte gangs. These are often just
street toughs who belleve they are [oining  local gang,
not a city-wide syndicate. Only If these recruits show
promise do the Ring leaders explain the real nature of
Seoulpa Rings. After a year—If they make t—the recrults
are encouraged to go off and start their own Rings.

Rings can communicate and cooperate through a
system of complicated codewords, symbols, and com-
putercata. The secrecy and independence between Rings
ensures that ifthe govemment or the Yakuza uncover one,
the other Rings will not be betrayed.

The Seotipa Rings had little Impact on the Seattle
scene Initally, but they became an obvious and viable
threat as the Rings grew in number and skill. Because of
thelr small size, they can react swiftly to any opportunity,
often getting to a target well before the big syndicates
can. Seculpa Rings are often called “Seoulpa Squitos™ on
the street because they are so small, swift, and nasty.

Seouipa Rings exist throughout the city, eaming their
money by setting up smalt burglary and street gambling
operations. On more than one occasion, several Rings
have gotten together to set up some elaborate scams,
most often against Yakuza-front businesses.

»>>>>{Seoulpa Rings are aiso known to have a natural
afinity for decker crimes. According to my sources, the
fing deckers have been getting some high-powered
tralning and assistance from outside. just recently, some
Ring deckers were ammested canying some very hot hard-
ware, Further investigation revealed that the decks were
from Soong Electronics, a top-notch Korean computer
manufacturer. The one Ring decker who talked told of
being taught by men with heavy Korean accents, men
who refused to let the students see thelr faces.jccccc

Another problem of Seattie’s are the bike gangs who
menace travel slong the plex’s highways and streets. Go-
gangs are groups of from 50 to 100 men and wornen on
motorcycles, who commit acts of random violence and
extort protection money from local businesses. The go-
gangers often modify thelr motorcycles to make them
look more fearsome by the addition of metal sphkes and
shark fins, Most bikes also carmy at least one stug-throwing
weapon weilded onto the chassis. These can be fired from
the front or the side of the bike.

Go-gangs boidly dlalm long stretches of road as their
own termmitory, and they will defend their “patch of crete”
against any tncursion. When go-gangs butt heads, they
race up and down a stretch of highway (usually an
Interchange between two highways), shooting at one
another and sometimes jousting Ttke black knights of old.
The gangs call these battles “crash-and-bum fests”. Forty-
nately, they tend to limit them to the late evening hours
when most citizens are safe at home.

Most go-gangs in Seattie have thes to elther the Mafla
or the Yakuza, and rcutinely cammy out thelr orders. Go-
gangers are very effective intimidators and hitmen. The
gangs showlittle long-term loyalty to the mobs, however,
and may work for the Yakuza one week and the Mafla the
next.

There are five major go-gangs operating in Seatte.
The Red Rovers, Eye-fivers, and Spike Wheels ali daim
parts of Intercity 5 as their own. The Leather Devils are
Human thugs who prow! Intercity 90, and the 405 Hell-
hounds lay claim to Intercity 405. The red Rovers are
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predominantty Ork riders who call the northem stretch of
Intercity 5 their home, The Eye-Fivers are a Human gang
who patrol the downtown stretch of the highway. The
Spike Wheels are mostly Trolls who control the Tacoma-
Fort Lewis area. The Anclents, an Elven gang, are unkjue
In dalming no real territory, preferring o attack a rival
gang suddenly, and then disappear alimost miraculously.
In addition, many smaller gangs prowt the city’s smaller
thoroughfares.

The gangs. when not crulsing thelr territory, ase
usually holed up in hovels, which they call their “grease
pits,” usually located In the poorer neighborhoods along
the highways. Gang members are notorlous chip and
alcohol abusers. To support their habits when the Mobs
have no work for them, gangs resort to extortion or to
sending weaker members out as prostitutes to ralse the
nuyen to buy the next day's supply of booze and drugs.

STREET GANGS

The pedestrian counterparts of the go-gangs are the
street gangs. Street gangs, or “thilllers,” lay claim to
sections of city blocks that they call their “zones.” The
typical street gang has at least 20 members, each classl-
fied In one of four categories: Warrlors, Pounders, Breed-
ers, and Thieves, Each group plays its spedific role in the
overall function of the gang. A gang usually does not

make a distinction between men and women, preferring
simply to use their strongest members as Warrtors and
Poundiers, the most agiie as Thieves, and the prettiest as
their Breeders. Large, abandoned apartment bulidings
are a favorite hideout for most street gangs. All in all, the
thriller gangs tend to live the same dirty, morally comupt
lifestyle as their mechanized brethren on the highways.
: According to some estimates, there are almost 300
known street gangs in Seattle, Most are confined to the
Redmond and Puyaliup Bamrens, but each district has its
own particular plague of thellers. No one living anywhere
in the Seattie area can ever fee] totally safe from the threat
of gangs.

Some of the major gangs of the Redmond Barrens are
the Rusted Stilettos, the Crimson Crush, the Brain Eaters,
anxi the Red Hot Nukes, The Puyallup Bammens are infested
with gangs such as the Black Rains, the Silent Ps, and the
Reality Hackers. Downtown Seattle Is the unwilling host of
the Cutters, Troll Killers, Bioody Screamers, Disassem-
bless, and Halloweeners.
